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Dates Confirmed for Netball World Youth Cup 2025 in Gibraltar

announced that the Netball World Youth Cup 2025 (NWYC2025) will take
place from Friday 19" until Sunday 28" September in Gibraltar, with the
World Netball Congress to take place ahead of the tournament on the 17"

and 18" September.

The tournament, which showcases the world’s top 20 teams aged 21 and
under, will take place in two main competition venues in Gibraltar — The
Tercentenary Sports Hall and Europa Sports Park, which was built for the

2019 Island Games.

It will be the first Netball World Youth Cup to take place since 2017, due
to the cancellation of the 2021 event, planned for Fiji, because of the risk

of covid-19 infection to participants and the local population.

Speaking on the exciting news GNA President Moira Gomez, said: “I am
thrilled to officially announce the dates for the highly anticipated

NWYC2025.
